At it’s meeting held in Brussels from 8 to 10 May 2007, the Presidium and Executive Committee of the International Federation of Chemical, Energy, Mine and General Workers' Unions (ICEM), endorsed an action plan developed at the ICEM World Conference for the Chemical Industries, held in Port of Spain, Trinidad and Tobago, from 29 November to 1 December 2006.

The ICEM had noted the adoption of SAICM, and the opportunities it may offer for trade union involvement. The Chemicals Sector action plan adopted by both conferences called on "using the SAICM process to build up a stronger influence on chemicals management, safety and occupational health and safety on a national and regional and global level".
